Connect SD card to VCB80 device using card reader and copy
“CFE_VC80_W10_RS1_EN V010400 _e WB.zip” file to Desktop of VC80 device and
extract.

In Command Prompt navigate to extracted folder location and run “VC80_CFElnstall.bat”
file in command prompt to install the patch.

After successful installation of the patch, device will do an automatic restart.

In Command Prompt navigate to extracted folder location and run
“VYC80_CFEUninstall.bat” file in command prompt to uninstall the patch.

After successful uninstallation of the patch, device will do an automatic restart.
