1. Remove the radio antenna cover (four Torx T-10 screws)
2. Connect the VC80x to the PC using a USB data cable

3. Open Command Prompt, run “adb devices” and check to see if you can see the device’s serial
number.
If yes, proceed to next step
If not please install the Zebra USB drivers and set up Device Manager on your PC to recognize
the VC80x

4. You may also get a pop up on your PC (Win 7) that you will be connected as a Portable
MediaPlayer. this can be ignored.

6. Entering Recovery Mode
