One second Bluetooth jitter noticed in 2.4GHz band.
Ethernet Ul is accessible from settings despite being disabled.

RxLogger fails to store logs in internal storage when external SDCard is formatted as internal/adaptable, or
it is ejected during run time.

BLE FW update will not work without enabling location service under settings.

When working with files on the Desktop, using mouse-drag to select, move and/or copy files causes some
file management apps to crash. Zebra recommends using right-click copy and paste functions instead.

“Always-ON VPN” is grayed out for IKEv2-RSA/PSK/MSCHAPV2 after a reboot. User will have to manually
select ‘VPN on’ to activate the VPN.
