Known Issues and Workarounds

e OS downgrade behavior has changed in Oreo. Automatic enterprise data reset is performed when the
system detects OS downgrade operation. Following are the examples of OS downgrade operations:
o Oreo (NGMS) to Nougat (NGMS)
o Downgrading to lower patch version within Oreo.
e To avoid text cropping in some applications, accessibility options can be used to change the display size
to small.
e An issue wherein period key was not working on Remote connections (RDP / Horizon / Citrix )
User needs to push an empty file namely SPR36457.txt and copy it into
/enterprise/usr/persist/ and reboot the device for this functionality
to get enabled.
