Note that this release replaces Android N 02-11-16.00-NN-UQO0 which was
posted for a limited time. Do not use 02-11-16.00-NN-UOQO as this release does not support
future Lifeguard patches.

Download the Full Package Update file from Zebra Support Site to a host
computer.

Attach the USB Charge Cable to the WT6000 and to the host computer.

or

Place the WT6000 in a powered cradle. Connect a USB cable from the cradle to
the host computer.

Copy the zip file from the host computer to the root of WT6000 internal storage.
Press and hold the Power key until the menu appears.

Select Reboot.

Select OK and then immediately press and hold the P1 key until the Recovery
Mode screen appears.

In the Recovery Mode screen, press P2 key to scroll down to "Apply update from
emulated storage."

Press P3 key.

After installation completes, the Recovery Mode screen appears.

If resetting the device to Factory Reset or Enterprise Reset, select the applicable
zip file and repeat the step above.

Ensure that Reboot system now is selected.




13.Press P3 key to reboot the device. The Zebra Android screen appears and the
device vibrates. The WT6000 splash screen then appears with five white dots
moving. After a little over 4 minutes the Home Screen appears.

Known Issues and Limitations

1. Upgrading / downgrading Android L SKUs (WT60A0-TSOLEUS, WT60A0-TSOLEWR) to
Android N will cause the Data partition to be reformatted. It is equivalent to performing
an Enterprise Reset after the upgrade / downgrade.

2. Upgrading Android L SKUs (WT60A0-TSOLEUS, WT60A0-TSOLEWR) to Android N will
result in slightly less battery run time.

3. Downgrading Android N SKUs (WT60AO0-TS2NEUS, WT60A0-TS2NEWR) to Android L
is not supported. This error message will appear: “This package only for standard SKU”

4. A version of lvanti Avalanche compatible with Android Nougat was not available for
testing on this release. Avalanche for Nougat will be verified on the WT6000 once it is
available.

5. Simulscan is not supported.
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
